PURPOSE STATEMENT

What does it mean to be a "member" at Grace Fellowship? 

First, and foremost it means that one is a lover of the Lord Jesus Christ; desiring to know Him better through the study of the Bible and by being His disciple in His Body, the Church. 

Second, it is to be in  agreement with the Grace Fellowship statement of faith and in general agreement with our position statements. Due to variations in the interpretation of Scripture both inside and outside the Body of Christ, it is necessary to have a statement of faith and position statements which will inform those seeking membership where Grace Fellowship stands on important issues of faith and theology.

Thirdly, it means to take one's commitment to the Body of Christ as seriously as one would take a commitment to one's employer (hopefully more so). Below are four simple and clear goals of commitment for members to practice at Grace Fellowship:

1. Regular and on-time attendance at the weekly worship service and Sunday school class provided. Sunday school is an essential training in the Truth, especially for our children. Your attendance or lack of it speaks loudly to them (John 4:23-24).

2. Attending a mid-week small group study or prayer meeting ("and all the 
      more as you see the Day approaching" Hebrews 10:25). Sunday alone does 
      not provide everything. There are important elements of our faith in Christ 
      (more personal prayer time, Bible application, fellowship, encouragement 
      accountability, etc.) that can only happen as we meet together in small groups. 
      These groups help you "stay awake" spiritually through the week. See the 
       bulletin for the group nearest you or ask about starting a new one!

3.  Being “employed” in the service of the King.  Search out your calling and 
       gifts by having a functional part in the church.  (1 Corinthians 12:27).  See 
       Grace Ministries sheet.

4. Tithing cheerfully. Tithing is the key to "opening up the floodgates of 
       heaven" (Malachi 3:10). It is an integral and essential element of worship and 
       freedom in Christ. It is an investment that draws the heart in the direction of 
       the Kingdom work on earth. "Where your treasure is there your heart will be 
       also" (Luke 6:21).
