AUGUST 26, 2008- In response to the numerous calls and inquires, the Sherman Theater would like to clarify that it is not involved in the production, promotion or operation of any of the concerts being put on at the Mountain Laurel Center, including the performance scheduled for September 6. 

“Our staff has noticed that many people are under the impression that this event is benefiting the Bushkill Volunteer Fire Department and that it is being presented in collaboration with the Sherman Theater,” said Executive Director Richard W. Berkowitz, “Neither of which are true.”  The concerts are being put on by the Catalano Construction Company.
The Sherman Theater is actively involved with promoting the COTA Festival on September 6 and encourages people to support the community event held in Delaware Water Gap.
Berkowitz and his staff have had long standing discussions with the development company who owns the center but have not reached any final agreement. “Although we welcome the opportunity to make that facility a positive part of the arts and tourism in the Pocono Mountains, we will not participate in its operation until we are comfortable that all the community’s needs can be addressed,” said Berkowitz.
